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Abstract

According to political science research, there are many research studies which examine the topic of civilian
control of military. Furthermore, most of the research studies focus on the conflict between the military and the civilian
on political issue. The researchers intent to investigate the correlation of them. However, the main purpose of this
research was to study more insight into the civilian control of military on political issue. In addition, the political history
and the analysis of law were employed to investigate the changing of the function of military law since the revolution in
1932 (June,24) until 1947 and to explain the correlation between the theory of civilian control of military. The finding
reveals that in 1932-1945 the military law in Thailand is still unrelated to any theory of civilian control of military even
Thailand transitioned from an absolute monarchy to a constitutional era. However, after the Constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand, (B.E.2549) has provided for the establishment of a constituent, the military law has been changed a lot. It’s
relevant to the theory of civilian control of military as well as the past.
