Abstract

Legal system is a part of regime of emotion which legally governs over people’s feeling. The rule of emotion
by law is organized in various methods relating to economic and politic in historical contexts such as establishing of
emotionology, filtering emotive and promoting disguised emotional refuge. Thus, the Law is not only the rules over
human actions, but it also the rules which govern emotion of people. Studying history of emotion on supreme decisions,
in both by Supreme Court of Justice and Supreme Administrative Court of Thailand, relating to civil, criminal and
administrative cases from 1900s-2000s illuminates the emotional downfall of Thai middle class, who occupies petit
property in urban areas. Thai middle class emerged in 1950s with tensions and nuisance cases among neighbor about

their professions. After that in 1970s, conflicts among Thai middle class expanded to everyday life of neighborhood, along
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with annoying of lower class. Establishment of Thai Administrative Court in 2000s was not successful in the dimension of
emotional regime, because the court became the space of confrontation between state officers and the middle class.
Even the real conflicts were among middle class. The wrong confrontation lead to distrust to the officer among middle
class. Everyday life on Thai middle class are bond with nuisance and annoyance which sharpen them into loneliness

class because they distrust the state, paranoid to lower class, and annoy each other in their everyday life.
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
