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Abstract

Under the purpose of endeavouring to grasp the power relations that construct legal life of students by
applying the concepts of disciplinary power and biopower of Michel Foucault, the article is of the view that powers
that take part in the construction of the Law Programme of Walailak University and the bodies of law students are not
only the National Standard for Law Programme and legal professional organisations but also a work integrated leaming
called cooperative education as part of the Law Curriculum of the University. Instead of connecting legal education
with society or other disciplines, the cooperative education makes legal training closer to legal professional practice.
Applying the aforementioned concepts, these powers operate “through” students as “subject” which is not a subject
in the form of an “object” under total subordination without any possibility of resistance. In this sense, it is always

possible that powers are resistable. This particular resistance (or an effort to connect legal education with society) would
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be attempting to emancipate the subject from a particular structure of power relations by encouraging the subject to
recognise relevant discourses by applying techniques capable of negotiating with those powers.
