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‘BKK+20: Thai Youth for Sustainable Development’

e Introduction:

Change AGENTS Thailand (CAT) with support of various groups—ranging from civil
societies to NGOs, and universities to business sectors in Thailand —is organizing the unique
BKK+20 workshop for the first time under the theme: “"Sustainable Development.” The project
is aimed to reflect one of this year’s most prominent global awareness campaigns at the Earth
Summit or Rio+20 Conference in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, while seeking to create a momentum
on the issue among the young people in Thailand.

With this year’s most-talked-about topic, we seek to reap this opportunity to engage
Thai students and activists, alike, to be quipped with this awareness - the factor we believe to
be pivotal to the future of Thailand. Not only will this workshop provide a unique platform and
opportunity for our target participants to exchange ideas and experiences, we equally seek to
build capacity by supporting and empowering them so that positive actions can be seen,
capacity and skills can be extended to other youths and lasting impacts can truly be made in
their lives and those surrounding them.

* Objective:

¢ To CREATE awareness on Rio+20 and Sustainable Development (including its major
themes on children and youth).

o To EMPOWER, MOTIVATE and SUPPORT young people to take actions toward creating a
sustainable and peaceful society.

e To BUILD capacity and skills necessary among participants so that they may contribute
further towards similar goals.

e To PRODUCE National Youth Statement for Thailand as parts of the global agenda.

o To CREATE wider youth networks in Thailand and involve them in various youth
initiatives in sustainability matters and beyond.

e Project:

While our invited distinguished Guest Speakers will engage the participants on topics
related to sustainability—that goes beyond climate change— we plan to put together a series of
workshop aiming to EMPOWER youth by engaging them in capacity building activities (through
skills building e.g. confidence, leadership, speaking, etc).

Participants will be tasked to work as a team (or individual) to come up with their own
initiative related to the theme and develop their own Action Plan. This is essentially aimed to
encourage and support young people to get involved in relevant activities of their interest and
get their friends involved further. Each action plan, as it progresses, will be monitored and
supported by the team.

Additionally, all participants will together produce a National Youth Statement based on
the group consensus. The Youth Statement will address relevant issues and concerns
surrounding young people in Thailand. The document will be incorporated in the MGCY, United
Nations Conference on Sustainable Development. It will also be used as useful input at the 67"
session of United Nations General Assembly’s Annual Meeting in New York on behalf of the Thai
Government (tentative).

(1) BKK+20 Seminar:

The two-day seminar invites Thai students to participate in a series of talks by
distinguished figures throughout Thailand on 'Sustainable Development’ theme with three
pillars: environment, social and economic areas. They will discuss about these issues in
addition to the 7 sub-topics in Rio+20 Summit (decent jobs, energy, sustainable cities, food
security and sustainable agriculture, water, oceans and disaster readiness). Participants will
then engage in a workshop and create their Action Plans as part of the project’s long-term
goal.

Day 1: Guest speakers - group discussion - capacity building activities among
participants - Participants work on their Action Plan.

Day 2: Participants produce a National Youth Statement as the outcome of the seminar
and introduce their Action Plans.

(2) The Human Matrix: Participants form a "human matrix” as a symbolic representation
and gesture to the global effort of the Rio+20 campaign.
