(JASSO)

A limited number of scholarships are available through Japan Student Services Organization
(JASSO). JASSO is a government-sponsored non-profit organization dedicated to promaoting
international student exchange. Recipients will be selected by Kyoto University based on their
academic record. Those who 1) will receive any other financial support more than 80,000 yen per
month or 2) will not stay in Japan with “College Student Visa Status" are not eligible for it. For
Example, those who have Nationality or Permanent Residency of Japan are come under 2).
JASSO Scholarship is a monthly stipend of 80,000 yen
