This program is for students who have a high level of Japanese language
proficiency. They take courses in a specialized field of study taught in Japanese
and are prepared for the option of furthering their studies in a graduate school in
Japan. Students are encouraged to experience local culture and participate in
internships, brush up their ability of communicating in Japanese, and serve as a
bridge between their country and Japan. They will deepen their understanding of
Japanese culture not only through their specialized study but also their real life

experiences.

2. Understanding Japan Program (Below JLPT N2 level students)

This program is to give students whose level of Japanese is not yet high enough
to take mainstream courses taught in Japanese an opportunity to take courses
about subjects such as Japanese literature and society taught either bilingually or
in English. Hirosaki city, where our university is located, is a small city but has a
rich historical heritage and vibrant culture. Therefore, students can study the
history and the culture of the area from various angles through experiences and
workshops offered in our courses taught bilingually or in English.
